Review of Supported Study and Home Tuition Payments
1. 
PURPOSE 

1.1
To review payments to Teachers for Supported Study and Home Tuition and to implement a  revised payment scheme from I August 2006. 

2. 
BACKGROUND 

2.1



At the Teachers' JCC on 6 December 2000, the EIS raised the issue of Supported Study payments for teachers. It was noted that the then payment of £17 per hour was the lowest  in Scotland and that the EDC rate of £17 per hour had not been reviewed since 1991. The EIS noted that the Supported Study rate had been historically linked to the FE rate and that the FE rate current at that time was £24 per hour . 

2.2

At the Teachers' JCC on 14 February 2001, the EIS reported that different rates were applying in schools and that the EIS position was that the rate applying should be £24 per hour, i.e., the current FE rate. S. McGarvey undertook to investigate matters and report to a future meeting. 

2.3

At the Teachers' JCC on 9 May, S McGarvey advised that he was discussing the matter J.Simmons to bring all supported study personnel in line and that he was looking to redress the balance between the current FE rate and the hourly rate paid for supported study and tuition.. The Committee gave authority for F.Healy and S. McGarvey to liaise regarding for possible implementation by August 2001. 

2.4 
A uniform £20 per hour Supported Study and Home Tuition rate has been in place August 2001. 

2.5 
A variation in Teachers' rates for Supported Study and Home Tuition exists throughout Scotland. 

2.6 


Low levels of payment exist where up-rating has not taken place recently or on an annual basis. 

2.7 





Higher levels of payment exist where up-rating has taken place recently and/or annual up- rating has taken place. 

2.8

There is also evidence that it has been difficult to recruit teachers for such paid activities where the rate is low. For instance, a report to Renfrewshire Education Committee in 2001 noted that, “ It has been very difficult to recruit teachers for home tuition.” The Renfrewshire rate at that time was £21.66. Annual up-rating in Renfrewshire has resulted in a rate of £27.45 being paid in tax year 2004/5.

2.9
There is anecdotal evidence within East Dunbartonshire that Teachers, particularly in the Primary sector, are not taking up opportunities to provide Supported Study and that non-teachers are providing the service.

2.10 
It is essential that the highest quality of education provision is available to pupils in either supported study or home tuition situations.

2.11
1t is recognized that any changes to Supported Study and to a lesser extent Home Tuition may impact on school level arrangements for this session.

2.12
Consequently, it is proposed that:

(i)


any up-rating takes place using the August 2001 base line of £20, and that

(ii)
a revised payment be introduced from August 2006 based on percentage teachers’ salary movements from August 2001, and that

(i) annual up-rating thereafter takes place in line with movements in Teachers’ salaries.
3.
RECOMMENDATIONS
3.1
The LNCT is recommended to:-
(i) Note the Teachers’ side proposals that there be a review of Supported Study and Home Tuition payments

(ii) Note the Teachers’ side proposals for up-rating contained within 2.12 above

(iii) Refer the matter to the LNCT sub-committee with a view to seeking agreement at the next LNCT.
