1. PURPOSE
To provide the LNCT with financial information regarding McCrone and Additional Scottish Executive priorities expenditure in East Dunbartonshire.
2.
BACKGROUND
At the EIS AGM in June 2003 two motions were approved relating to McCrone spending and Scottish Executive priorities.
On 22 September 2003, Ronnie Smith EIS General Secretary wrote to all Scottish Local Authority Directors of Education requesting information relating to the funding of the Teaching Profession for the 21st Century Agreement on;

(i) the total sums allocated to your Authority by the Scottish Executive annually since 2001,
(ii) the total sums spent by your Authority annually since 2001,

(iii) how these sums have been spent by your Authority since 2001,

(iv) projected spend by your Authority in years 2003/4, 2004/5 and 2005/6.

Information was also sought on;

(i) additional Scottish Executive Priorities funding allocated to your Authority,

(ii) actual additional spend by your Authority compared with previously planned expenditure.

On 2 October 2003 the Strategic Director replied to the EIS General Secretary that the correspondence had been passed to the Head of Performance and Development with regard to funding for the Teaching Profession for the 21st Century Agreement and to the Head of Education with regard to funding for additional Scottish Executive priorities.
The requested information has, to date, not been supplied to the EIS General Secretary.
