Implementation of SNCT 40 in East Dunbartonshire

PURPOSE
1.1
To note SNCT agreement on SNCT 40 and its application in East Dunbartonshire (attached).
2.
BACKGROUND
2.2 The McCrone Agreement, A Teaching Profession for the 21st Century Annex G set out the Constitution of the SNCT Part 7 set out an outline for Appeals to SNCT.

2.3 East Dunbartonshire Council Local Recognition and Procedure Agreement (LNCT Constitution) Part 18 states;

Where agreement between the two sides of the  LNCT is not possible, either side may refer the failure to agree to the Joint Chairs of the SNCT for conciliation.  If the conciliation is unsuccessful the Joint Chairs of the SNCT may recommend to the LNCT further procedures for resolution of the difference, including external conciliation, mediation or binding arbitration.
2.4 SNCT/40 sets out the procedures for appeals to the SNCT by individual teachers following the exhaustion of the Grievance/appeals procedure and in situations of failure to agree at LNCT level.

2.5
Part 18 of the LNCT Constitution and Part 6.2 of SNCT/40 are complementary. Consequently there is no requirement for changes to the LNCT Constitution.

RECOMMENDATIONS
3.1
The LNCT is recommended to:-
(i) Note the application of SNCT/40 from 22 June 2005 and its application in East Dunbartonshire.

(ii) To note that the application of SNCT/40 does not require a change to the LNCT Constitution.

(iii) To circulate SNCT/40 to educational establishments.
