PURPOSE

To note the McCrone Local Framework agreement 2002/3 has been implemented successfully in schools during the past session and to continue it for session 2003/4.
2. BACKGROUND
The McCrone Local Framework agreement 2002/3 was the second local framework agreement agreed as part of the local negotiating process.
Subsequent to the agreement at LNCT, the Teachers’ side proposed that it be continued for a two year period in order to facilitate relative stability at establishment level within the context of other McCrone developments which would take place during sessions 2002/3 and 2003/4.

The Review of the Promoted Post Structure for Primary, Special and Secondary schools is still on-going and is anticipated to take up substantial negotiating time in the period Spring- June 2003. The transition and implementation phases of the new Promoted Post Structures will also impinge on matters at establishment level.

No great difficulties have been fed-back from education establishments on the implementation of the 2002/3 framework agreement. Nevertheless, there may be occasion when schools may wish to agree refinements on their 2002/3 establishment-level agreements in the light of experience for session 2003/4.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. To agree the continuation of the 2002/3 Local Framework Agreement for 2003/4
2. To agree that schools be advised that refinements to establishment level agreements be agreed, if appropriate,  in the light of experience, and that 2003/4 school level agreements be submitted to the Head of Performance and Development by 20 June 2003.
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
