AGREEMENT NUMBER 15 Amended (September 2007):

CONSERVATION OF SALARY

1. The regulations in relation to conservation of salary, where jobsizing results in the reduction of the salary of a post, depends on whether the postholder was in post prior to, or after 1 April 2001.

Postholders who were in post before 1 April 2001 receive lifetime conservation of salary.  

Postholders who are in post after 1 April 2001 receive cash conservation for a period of 3 years.

2. Lifetime conservation of salary includes the receipt of all subsequent cost-of living salary increases.

3. Cash conservation is when the salary is frozen for a period of 3 years.  There is no cost of living salary increases, and once the 3-year period has expired the salary reverts to the grade for the job-sized post.

4. In all cases where conservation applies, if the salary level for the job-sized post becomes greater than the conserved salary, the postholder will receive the higher salary.

5. Conservation occurs for all change situations, such as falling school rolls, change in management responsibilities.

6. Conservation will cease when a teacher unreasonably refuses on two occasions to accept an alternative equivalent, or better post (SNCT 48).

7. This does not apply to teachers who were formerly Assistant Principal and Senior Teachers because they were assimilated to Point 3 of the Chartered Teachers Spine and in circumstances where a teacher moves for any reason to a teacher post in another school, whether in the same council or another Council, they will remain on Point 3 of the Chartered Teachers Scale (see Part 2, Section 1 para 1.26 of SNCT Handbook), or progress on the Chartered Teacher Scale when participating in the Chartered Teacher Programme and successfully completing modules as notified by the GTCs (see part 2 Section 1 para 1.25 of the SNCT Handbook). 
8. This agreement replaces the original LNCT15 and the amended LNCT 15 (March 2007) documents.
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
